Vintage started in early March, about two and a half weeks
ahead of normal and finished about three weeks ahead.
Crops, especially the Cabernet Sauvignon, were very low, but
the quality was excellent.

There may not be a lot of Majella 2006 around later on, but
it will be very, very good. Most growers in Coonawarra also
reported very low cropping levels this year.

Majella 2003 Shiraz. Shiraz doesn’t quite achieve the
reputation of Coonawarra’s cabernet, but the best are
excellent. Majella’s dense, purplish 03 is still youthful with an
essency nose of blackcurrants, red berries and a whisper of
coconutty oak.The palate has lovely intensity, defined tangy
flavour and fine tannins.
